has proven the need is 
closer to 1000 IU per day.  
It is actually quite difficult 
to ingest this amount of 
vitamin D unless fish and 
milk are staples of your 
diet.  A piece of sockeye 
salmon has about 900 IU 
and an 8-ounce glass of 
soy or cowõs milk has 
close to 300 IU.  All other 

foods with vitamin D have 
less than 200 IU per serv-
ing.  These are usually 
foods that are vitamin D 
fortified like oatmeal and 
cereal. 
    So what can you do? 
We recommend you dis-
cuss with your doctor 
about getting a simple 
blood test to see if you or 
members of your family 
may be deficient in vita-
min D.  The test, 25 
OHD, is effective in 
measuring your level and 
determining if you will 
require vitamin D supple-
mentation to reach goal 
levels.  Normal levels are 

>30 but optimal levels 
seem to be between 40-60.  
Worried about ingesting 
too much vitamin D? 
Donõt be.  It is very diffi-
cult to reach toxic levels 
(>80) due to the way we 
absorb the vitamin. If you 
are supplementing, your 
level can be checked every 
4 months or so to ensure 

you are not taking 
too much. 
    The American 
Academy of Pediat-
rics released a state-
ment that all exclu-
sively breastfed in-
fants should be tak-
ing a vitamin D sup-
plement until they are 
eating table food.  
The American Acad-
emy of Geriatrics rec-

ommends routine annual 
screening of all patients 
over the age of 65 for vita-
min D deficiency due to 
the link between falls in 
the elderly and deficiency 
of the vitamin. 
    The next time you see 
your doctor, consider ask-
ing about vitamin D. You 
will be glad you did! 
 

 

The Doctors Are In  

    Are you getting enough 
Vitamin D? Vitamin D is 
known for building 
strong bones and teeth 
but deficiency in this im-
portant vitamin has been 
linked to colon cancer, 
depression, muscle pain, 
chronic pain syndromes, 
heart disease, diabetes, 
thyroid abnormalities and 
even falls in the elderly. 
    2008 Research revealed 
that close to 40% of peo-
ple in the US are deficient 
in vitamin D. Early 2011 
results show that closer to 
60% of the population is 
actually deficient in the 
vitamin.   How can this 
be?  Due to the increased 
risk of skin cancer, people 
are spending less and less 
time outdoors without 
sunscreen.  Our bodies 
need 15-20 minutes of 
sunshine per day to make 
the vitamin D we require. 
Also, we are not ingesting 
adequate amounts of vita-
min D to make up for the 
amount we are missing 
from the sun.  People 
who suffer from malab-
sorbtion syndromes of 
the intestine or who have 
undergone gastric bypass 
surgery are at extremely 
high risk of deficiency. 
    The USDA require-
ments for Vitamin D are 
actually aimed quite low 
at 400 international units 
(IU) per day.  Research 
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REMINDER:
