Buddy Back Pack 

 Founded by Mr. Bob Doberstein in 2008, the Buddy Backpack Program of Harnett County currently ser-
vices approximately 70 children within the Overhills Elementary School as well as the children in the remaining 
county primary and elementary schools.  The  program is designed to provide nutritious food to children who may 
otherwise go hungry during the weekends when school breakfasts and lunches are unavailable.  The children are 

identified by school staff, including teachers, their assistants, social workers, school nurses, and guidance counsel-
ors.  Permission slips are sent home with these children to obtain consent from their parents or guardians to partici-
pate along with a form to identify food related allergies. 
 Funds and food donations are generated mostly from local churches but vital contributions come from lo-
cal clubs, community organizations, businesses, grants, and the fundraising efforts and generosity of individual 
citizens in the surrounding communities.  Mr. Doberstein and his wife dedicate themselves to effectively coordinat-
ing the fundraising efforts of various community organizations to deliver backpacks full of food to the school chil-
dren in need every Friday afternoon. 
 Appropriate foods for donation are individually-packaged pop-top fruit cans, dried fruit, canned fish and 
meats, puddings, multi grain bars, crackers, microwaveable meals, juice (cans, plastic bottles or juice boxes), small 
pop-top cans of vegetables, cereal, grits, oatmeal and ramen noodle soup.
